On February 12th SABBSA presented a video entitled “INCREDIBLE ANIMALS THAT DEFY EVOLUTION” BY Dr. Jobe Martin.   Dr. Jobe Martin is a former professor of Dentistry at the Baylor Dental College.   He followed the traditional educational path embracing evolution as the norm.   In 1971, while lecturing on the evolution of fish scales to teeth, he was challenged by two of his students to consider the option of creation.   He took the challenge supposing he was going to overwhelm his students!   But as you can guess, he was very surprised that the assumptions upon which the evolutionary house of cards stands were simply not valid!  Dr. Martin went through an evolution…rather a revolution when he began to study animals that challenged the scientific assumptions of his education.  This was the beginning of the evolution of a creationist.    For the past 20 years, Dr. Jobe Martin has been fascinating his students as he lectures on these remarkable animals that cannot be explained by traditional evolution.

Dr. Martin’s 45-55 minute video detailed the bombardier beetle, the giraffe, the woodpecker, the Australian Incubator Bird, the beaver, the platypus, the Zipper Spider, the Geckos lizard.  He also spoke on the egg and the human ear.    His video presents powerful evidence proving that animal designs can only be attributed to a creator.   Evolution simply cannot explain these designs!    We will review the details of some of the animals he presented.   However, you must get the video to fully appreciate the design and therefore our Creator God.

Dr. Martin opened with the Bombardier Beetle.   This insect is a poison gas specialist, which could not possibly have evolved.    He has two exhaust valves located in his tail, which spews out chemicals at his enemies near the 100 degree centigrade mark.   This remarkable insect produces hydroquinone and hydrogen peroxide within and stores them in a collection chamber.    These two chemicals react in perfect timing with two enzymes called catalase and peroxidase in a sort of “firing” chamber.   The combination of the chemicals and enzymes makes for a very violent explosion, which the beetle can perform repetitively in a second.   We emphasize that the reaction must be “in perfect timing” for if the combination were to happen inside the beetle, the insect, itself, would blow up.   Thus, these chemicals, enzymes, chambers, valves along with the beetle’s biological, muscular-nervous system must work in perfect integration to act a efficient defense mechanism.    Dr. Martin’s point is that every individual component of this highly sophisticated, chemical engineering plant had to be fully in place so that it could work perfectly the first time.   For had it evolved, it surely would have blown itself up the 1st time – seeing that at least one of the components (actually all of them) was not fully matured.     
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Dr. Martin revealed some very interesting facts regarding the giraffe’s neck.   A full-grown giraffe's heart weighs over 24 pounds and pumps 16 gallons a minute.   Dr. Martin reminded us that a giraffe can stoop down to drink and get back to his original position without any ill effect.   The issues surfaces because the powerful pump coupled with gravity would create an on-rush of blood so great, the giraffe would have a colossal headache or have his head blown up.   Some mechanism(s) is preventing that and enabling the animal to be alert when returning to the upright position.     Indeed, Dr. Martin points out that a “sponge” (a series of special one-way, back-flow preventer valves) in the neck regulate the flow of blood to the head, especially when the giraffe is bending down to get that much needed drink of water.  The elasticity of the blood vessels in the giraffe's head replenishes the blood to the brain preventing the giraffe from passing out when it stands in the upright position. 
Again, Dr. Martin points out that this very complex bio-mechanical “sponge”, which serves a dual purpose (pre and post drinking) must have been created.   Like the Bombardier Beetle, the giraffe could suffer dire consequences if the system is not fully integrated with every component fully functional to do its part.    How could evolution, through a slow trial-and-error method, develop such a system? 
Other animals included the:


WOODPECKER -  Dr. Martin made reference to the glue and glue inhibitor, which this animal’s tongue can activate in the capturing of small insects.   The woodpecker’s tongue can extend 10 inches out of his beak.  So where does he store such a thing?  COMPLETELY AROUND HIS HEAD AND UNDERNEATH HIS BEAK.  Dr. Martin points out that the tongue acts as a cushion, a shock absorber for the woodpecker as he pecks the trees.    How, specifically, does a partial shock absorber evolve?   Isn’t it needed, fully functionally, from the start?

BEAVER – An engineer’s engineer!   The dam-building expertise of this animal is studied by some engineering schools across the country.    This animal is especially suited for his job – transparent eyelids, a nose flap, earflaps and fur-lined flaps on his back teeth!

PLATYPUS –  This animal eats tiny shrimp.   The tail of the shrimp emits a specific electrical signal.   The platypus actually reads the electrical signal and zeros-in on lunch.

AUSTRAILIA INCUBATOR BIRD – Dr. Martin pointed out that the male of this species builds the nest.  And quite a nest it is – approaching 20 feet by 50 feet.     The male will tend to the 1-pound eggs for 7 months keeping the nest at 91 degrees F (plus/minus 1 degree) and at 99.5% humidity.    How does it know to do that?   Did this type of information evolve with the bird?  Hardly, Dr. Martin’s point is that such accuracy must come from design – not randomly.
