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“FEARFULLY AND WONDERFULLY MADE”

PSALM 139:14
Dr. Guliuzza met his objective!    After his presentation on the male reproductive system, it was quite clear that this engineering marvel was designed – designed by an Intelligence far beyond that found on earth.   He chose the reproduction system because it has to be fully functional at the outset to give existence to the generations thereafter.   It’s one thing to sit and armchair a theory where chemicals get zapped by a lightning bolt and then state that the amino acids are alive.   However, it had to be able to reproduce in order to advance to the 2nd generation.    This is no small issue – if life started in the primordial soup by accident and we are the result of that accidental life, then that accidental life had to be EQUIPPED WITH A FULLY FUNCTIONAL REPRODUCTIVE SYSTEM.

Reasonable thinking men and women would interrupt me here and say “write no more, that simply did not happen by accident – there aren’t enough zeroes to express the low probability of that ever happening”.    Sadly, we Christians are still influenced by “scientists” using “enticing words [and] cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive” (from verses in Colossians and Ephesians).   We give worth to specific “truth” solely on the basis that Dr. so-and-so, who teaches at Harvard, thinks it is truth.   As Bible believers, we wrestle with the conflict between (a) trusting the Word of God and (b) the appeal of man’s scientific findings (which, by the way, change periodically to accommodate the data from the latest electron micro gizmo).    The good news is that a & b are the very opposite of each other so we don’t have to study for years becoming a Dr. so-and-so to see the differences – they are glaring!     In about one hour, Dr. Guliuzza presented sufficient detail, which would equip a high schooler to confidently challenge an evolutionist for an explanation.    We Christians need not be defensive or apologetic – we are not the ones making unbelievable claims going against reason and commonsense – remember that!    Let’s review the evolutionist’s foundation and examine that against the operation of just one of the items Dr. Guliuzza spoke about – the Blood Testes Barrier.

Neo-Darwinian Theory of Evolution -   

Recall, that the modern evolutionist does not hold to the tenets of Darwin’s Theory.     Today, the “theory of evolution” is the Neo-Darwinian Theory of Evolution (NDT).    Technological advances in the early 20th century in areas of genetics were casting a dark shadow on Darwin’s theory resulting in a serious credibility issue.  This prompted geneticists and others interested in evolution to meet in the early 1940’s to address the theory in light of the latest findings.   Over the next few years several prominent evolutionists gathered to reshape and redefine the theory.

NDT rejected Darwin’s idea that environmental factors influenced heritable variation.    The authors of NDT stated that “heritable variation could only stem from changes in the germ cells” - environmental influences nor acquired characteristics had no part in it.   NDT “chose randomness as the source of the variation they needed – the very randomness that Darwin had rejected”.   NDT’s randomness would be fueled by mutations, which had gained visibility and supported by the copy errors known to occur in DNA replication.    So unlike Darwin, which thought that use and disuse somehow affected the next generation, NDT held that it was strictly random.   Both still believed that a favorable trait (however it came about) would dominate the generations to come because of the benefit the organism now possessed.  And both stilled believed that many small, microevolutionary steps would result in a large step  - the creation of new specie.   (above quotes are from NOT BY CHANCE by Lee Spetner; Judaica Press, Inc)

Now, let’s understand NDT.   They state it is strictly by randomness in the mutations associated in the replication of DNA.   These mutations are not related, in the least, to the survival of the life form.   By contrast, Darwin believed that the giraffe acquired a long neck because the longer-neck giraffes could reach the leaves at the top of the trees and survived passing that trait onto their offspring (environmental factors influenced heritable variation).    NDT says not so.  According to NDT, a certain giraffe (one of tens of thousands) had a mutation, which resulted in a slightly longer neck.   It just so happened that the longer neck gave him an advantage (selective value) in reaching the leaves and thus dominated the population according to the “survival of the fittest.”   But that mutation was not planned or prompted in any way, shape or form – it was strictly random!   In addition, (and this is very important regarding NDT) each favored trait due to the mutation is a “stand alone” favored trait giving the organism a benefit.  If, for example, it took 500 micro steps to develop the optical system of the fly, each of the 500 steps must be the “final stage” giving the organism an edge over his peers.  I say all this, so that you will see the absurdity of their “educated, scientific” position as we compare it to the unquestioned operation of the Blood Testes Barrier.    

Blood Testes Barrier – 

This barrier separates the body’s immune system from that area of the body that produces the sperm.   “Normally, sperm develops within the testes in the seminiferous tubules and are completely isolated from the man’s circulating blood (via the blood testes barrier).  This blood testes barrier is critically important to the reproduction process since sperm (with their unique surface antigens) elicit an immune response if detected by the immune cells in the man’s blood, and the antibodies that are formed against sperm are designed to immobilize and destroy them” (from InfertilityTutorials.com).   But why is such a barrier necessary?   Because a man’s own sperm is seen by his own immunological system as a foreign invader and is to be destroyed.    If the two met, the fertility of the man would be significantly compromised and thus, his ability to have children would not occur.   But the barrier is also multifunctional.  Not only does the barrier prevent the two from contacting each other but also contains selective transport mechanisms which allow, for example, testosterone and nutrients to pass freely.

But consider what Dr. Guliuzza told us regarding the formation of the immune system of the man.   It was being developed and coded uniquely for that man while he was in his mother’s womb.   The result is that every cell he has and will ever have in the future contains his unique identifying mark – clearly for the purpose of protecting and maintaining his life.   The immune system will quickly identify and destroy the foreign invaders.  Furthermore, Dr. Guliuzza told us that the man would not produce any sperm until he reaches the age of 13 or so.   So, while the fetus is developing a unique immune system, there is information in that fetus regarding a future subsystem (the seminiferous tubules), which will need protection from the developing immune system!   I find it odd to speak of a man’s own sperm (who’s sole purpose it to create life) as being a foreign invader, viewed by his immune system as a threat to his own life.

Now, I want to remind you that we are talking reproduction here - Dr. Guliuzza selected the reproductive system because you “only get one shot” and it better be right.  If not, the entire organism ceases to exist and we have to wait for another lightning bolt to zap another group of amino acids.

So, in light of NDT claims, how could such a system evolve where both the immune system and the seminiferous tubules co-existed as favored traits brought about from random non-directed mutations, which remember, are not related, in the least, to the survival of the life form?   One system exists for the purpose of preserving and protecting the current life.  The other system exists for the purpose of creating a new life.  However, the current life (parent) and the new life (new born) are immunological enemies!  According to NDT, this deadly incompatibility evolved from one favored trait – but favorable to which system?  If the two systems were not hostile toward each other, only neutral, it could be considered.   But here, we are dealing with purposeful and focused “attack and destroy” from each side and, let me repeat, in the area of generating offspring – the propagation of the life form!  It either works 1st time or all bets are off!

According to NDT “favored” means it will dominate the population because it gives an edge to the population regarding survival.   Survival means beating those that are out to destroy you at the game of life.   But here, we have two systems that are mortally antagonistic toward each other.   Favor one and you doom the other.   NDT fails because the trait can only be beneficial for one.  To the other it will, by definition, be UNFAVORABLE and, according to NDT, not dominate the population.    Hence, it will not be found in the population going forth. 
CONCLUSION – 

NDT cannot explain the existence of the Blood Testes Barrier.    The authors will have to amend the theory to try to make it “fit” or join the ranks of reasonable people and admit that such “contrary” irreducible complexity had to be designed by an Intelligence far beyond that found on earth.
