This has been an invigorating month for creationists. The President’s comment in support of teaching intelligent design in the public schools alongside evolution has enraged the liberal left and given our ministry front page exposure. Our June SABBSA Meeting featured perusal of John Paugstat’s recently printed book which he has again asked us to proof read for him. He generously sent us a copy of the book and gave SABBSA an acknowledgement in the book for our contributions to date. We also watched the 5 minute preview of the Acts in Genesis Museum and watched 30 minutes of Dr. Carl Baugh’s video series Creation in Symphony: The Evidence.
Vice President Dub Warren graciously agreed to proof read Mr. Paugstat’s book this past month. We also had a good discussion with Dr. Ernest Gregory who has had an invitation form AIG to go up to Cincinnati this summer for the opening of their museum. Harry Jackson agreed to contact Dr. Carl Baugh and or Dr. Don Patton and get some times when we could get one of them down here for a seminar. 

Our Aug. 5 special called meeting was to discuss the possibility of a 5 on 1 debate with John Pendleton taking on up to 5 evolutionists in November. We discussed the logistics and requirements for staging such a debate. The audio recording of this meeting will be played at our regular August meeting. We are still in need of a person or persons who will agree to spearhead this project. Their first two goals will be to find a secular site for the debate and to secure at least one evolutionist who will agree to debate. If these goals are not met by the end of August then the debate will be postponed until at least January.

We also discussed and decided to adopt a project idea which Ernie Hernandez first proposed during our formative meetings as an organization and which Dub Warren has now championed. The project is to devise or construct a ready made 45 minute to 1 hour program that we can pull off the shelf at any time and go to any church or organization and give them a 1 hour creation program. This could be in the form of a power point presentation with a creation overview, or a one topic presentation, or it could take the form of a traveling display. We will spend the evening of August 9th discussing what format will meet our needs and what material we would like to see in the presentation. We will then come back at our September meeting and have the program presented and critiqued so that it can be refined and represented or reanalyzed at the October meeting. If this is successful, we may well adopt this type of format for the next several months to organize and refine an expanded 8 hour seminar. We will have our regularly scheduled August meeting on Tuesday August 9th at Jim’s Restaurant at the corner of Ramsey and San Pedro at 7 pm. Please join us then.
