We hope that everyone had a joyous Christmas and a Happy New Year. We at SABBSA did.  In December Dr. Don Patton gave us a powerful presentation on Malachite Man and the discoveries at Glen Rose. There were over 90 people in attendance at Dr. Patton’s presentation. We also sponsored Dr. Jerry Hardwick in presenting again his Star of Bethlehem presentation, with over 60 people in attendance. Also, at our last SABBSA meeting we had a presentation on the insights that the book of Job can give us into an earlier era of the Earth. We will recap these events, give some thoughts on what has happened in Dover, PA and tell you what’s coming up this month in this newsletter.

Dr. Patton’s presentation was focused on the evidences of man being contemporaneous with dinosaurs both from Glen Rose, Texas and from Utah. He showed multiple slides of human footprints and dinosaur tracks in the same strata. The most impressive of these were imprints of dinosaur and human footprints laid over one another indicating that they were made in the same mud within a few hours of each other. Dr. Patton often quoted from evolutionist Dr. Stephen Stanley of Johns Hopkins University who said that if we ever could find such evidence of “topsy turvy” fossils (fossils which are upside down the order of the established geologic column) that we would then disprove the geologic column as it is currently structured. In spite of all the evidence shown the response from evolutionists is always variations on non-acceptance. One scientist agreed to go look at the Paluxy River dig and when he got just 50 yards from the site turned around and declared he’d been to the site and seen no evidence what so ever. Another evolutionist when he heard of the human and dinosaur prints went to Glen Rose and was there the same day it was found destroyed. Most simply say that they need more proof in spite of the over whelming array of evidence Dr. Patton documented and showed to us.
Dr. Jerry Hardwick again gave a fine presentation of his theories from Biblical and historical exegesis as well as the use of a stellar astronomy computer program of how the stars might have been seen by the shepards and the wise men on the night of Christ’s birth and in the month’s thereafter. Of note is the fact that Dr. Hardwick’s (a theologian) conclusions are analogous to those of Dr. Carl Baugh (an archaeologist). In fact Dr. Baugh has been giving essentially the same presentation for two decades, but people could never visualize it until the synthesis of the astronomical program which Dr. Hardwick has incorporated into his program. Last month three events occurred in the Intelligent Design controversy in Harrisburg, Pennsylvania. First, the conservative Christian school board which established the policy of starting each evolution lesson with a disclaimer that “evolution is not a fact, but only a theory with inexplicable gaps” was put out of office by the local voters and 8 members were replaced with members who campaigned that they would abolish this policy. They did so this past week in their first meeting. During the intervening time the judge in the case came out with a ruling in which he not only sided with the plaintiffs that the disclaimer violated the separation of church and state, but also expanded his ruling to define science as only that realm of investigation which lends itself to naturalistic causes and explanations. This is precisely the mantra the evolutionists have now adopted for their main strategy for keeping creationism out of the public venue by declaring it to be religion and therefore illegal in the public school. The problem with this ruling is that this is the first time that this precedent has been so specifically codified into law and if it is let stand and used a precedent around the nation it will spell the death nail for creationism in the public venues across the nation. The judge also showed his unconscionable bias in the case when he lashed out at Michael Behe and other Christian witnesses in the case as liars who sought to defraud the court!
At our last SABBSA meeting we had a discussion led by Scott Lane on the insights the book of Job gives us into an earlier Earth. In the last three chapters of Job we saw descriptions of an animal called “behemoth” whose physical description coincides in many ways with an apotosaur or a brachiosaur. Also, we saw a description of a sea creature called “Leviathan” which sounds suspiciously like a Plesiosaur. Finally we looked at the age of Job at his death (somewhere around 200+ years) and the fact that they had rain and placed this possibly oldest of all books at being just after the Great Flood (possibly at the time of the biblical character Peleg). This would all both establish that dinosaurs were on the Ark and that man was contemporaneous with them (and may still be in limited ways). Scott will be presenting his over view seminar of Creation – vs – Evolution at Live Oak First Baptist Church starting on Sunday, January 22nd at 5:30 pm and continuing for one hour each Sunday evening for the next 8 weeks thereafter. 
Our next SABBSA meeting will be this Tuesday, January 10th at our regular digs of Jim’s restaurant at the corner of Ramsey and San Pedro. We will have three topics on our agenda.
