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SABBSA- Believing the Bible from the first verse

We at SABBSA hope you all had a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year! I, like many Christian saw the film “The Nativity” over the holidays. I will give an apologetics review of that film in this newsletter. Also, in this month’s Communiqué, a discussion of our base purposes in Creation Ministry which will lead into a discussion at our next meeting. We will recap the presentation at our last meeting entitled “Young Earth Evidences,” and list opportunities for creation presentations over the next several months. It’s an exciting beginning to the New Year!

“The Nativity” is a labor of love for our God, for the Christ and for our faith in God. If you have not seen it, please do so. It covers the time period from the time of Mary’s betrothal to Joseph to the time of their fleeing to Egypt with the Christ child. It is a heart warming and poignant telling of the Christmas story and captures the magic of God’s gift to us. It succeeds in showing how Mary and Joseph had to struggle mightily under the pressures of their townspeople who thought her to be impure. The movie is faithful to scripture in all but one place. It shows the Wiseman arriving on the night of Christ’s birth (they actually arrived a week to several weeks later) and visited him in the animal stall (when they got there, they had moved to a house). Their arrival the same night is great cinematic theatrics which does add to the power of the scene, but it is inaccurate history, which perpetuates the myths long held in the public’s mind about that night due to equally inaccurate Christmas plays done each year in local churches. The movie does however; include one fascinating piece of research. It tells of the Wiseman tracing the coming together of Jupiter, Venus and Regulus (the “father”, the “mother” and the “King”) as their sign in the heavens. This is exactly the research Dr. Carl Baugh and others presented over 25 years ago and is so vividly presented in the presentations of Dr. Jerry Hardwicke. In all, it’s a great and moving film which gives great praise and worship to our Lord!
Our December meeting featured the Power Point and video presentation “Young Earth Evidences” presented by SABBSA President Scott Lane. It began with the evidence of Polonium Haloes which suggests the Earth was formed in an instant as the Bible claims and not coalesced over time as per the evolutionary model. We looked at atmospheric helium and how there is insufficient helium in the atmosphere to allow for 4.5 billion years of uranium decay. In fact, the amount of helium in the atmosphere gives us a suggested age of the Earth of some 10,000 years! We saw how a multiplicity of minerals in the oceans could have reached their current levels in several thousand to no more than 200 million years. None of this data jives with the evolutionary age of the Earth of 4.5 billion years, and all of these mineral concentration times come down to 10,000 years or less if we factor in a deluge of the magnitude of the worldwide flood! Many other Young Earth clocks were discussed including: the depletion of the Earth’s magnetic field; shrinking of the Sun; recession of the Moon; depth of lunar dust and many more. What is fascinating is how the calculation of all these other 
“clocks” keeps coming back to ages for the Earth around 10,000 years (all calculate to between 6,000 and 15,000 years). It seems God left his fingerprint in nature. He not only left evidence of His creating everything instantly as the bible says, but He also left evidence of a young Earth as the bible may be read to infer! As it says in Romans 1:20, “For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes, His eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly seen, being understood through what has been made, so that they are without excuse. (NASB ©1995)
Our January meeting will have two agenda items. One will be election of officers and our Board of Directors. We ask all current members and prospective members to attend and vote. As the New Year has begun it will be time to renew your memberships. Remember that our dues are $30 for individuals and $45 for families. These activities should not take up a large portion of evening however.

We would ask that the meeting not focus on what we have done, but on what we wish to do and feel led to do in the future. If we can come together on what our purposes are in this Ministry, we will have gone a long way toward reaching future goals by defining what our ministry is.
