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SABBSA- Believing the Bible from the first verse

The War on Cause and Effect

After more than 22 years in creation ministry there are some things which are just now getting through to me and becoming abundantly clear. It surprises me how I have passed by some of the most simple and straight forward of concepts which separate creation and evolution until very recently. One that hit me a couple of years ago was that creationists of course believe in the biogenesis (the law of nature that life always comes from life and is not spontaneously generated). It had not occurred to me before then that evolution is committed to abiogenesis by it s very presuppositions. This in spite of the fact that all life that we see comes from life, and all data we have supports that conclusion. It took a research biologist stating that fact in a debate to make me see that they really spouted such gibberish.
Very recently however it has coalesced in my mind how creation is committed to the law of “Cause and Effect”, but that evolutionary science, and especially quantum mechanics deny this law of nature. Like biogenesis it had been my supposition for years that evolutionists and mainline scientists had to be committed to some form of cause and effect, since so much of our science is based upon it. Indeed our faith in the equations for gravity, Newtonian physics, inertia, celestial mechanics, work, energy, mass, etc. all are tied to the existence of cause and effect and it’s a message from God that He so structured the universe so that it works in this way,  can be described mathematically, and can be perceived by us. Einstein called this “the miracle” that our universe could both be perceived by us and described mathematically, but he qualified his admiration by saying he did not necessarily credit God for this miracle “lest you think that, weakened by age, I have fallen into the hands of priests.”
In truth most main line scientists believed in the overwhelming data of the Law of Cause and Effect for centuries. The evidence is all around us. As Newton stated, “For every action, there is an opposite and equal reaction.” You jump off a cliff and you fall according to the law of gravity and as described by its equations. You put gas in a car and the gas is burned at rates commensurate with equations for rates of work and conversion of energy. We convert matter into energy and expend energy and the work potential for that energy is then lost to us via the law of entropy which can be described mathematically. As Galileo Galilei said, "Mathematics is the language with which God has written the universe." 
However, starting with the Heisenberg uncertainty principle a mass change in not only physics, but philosophy was forced into our science and our psyche. “The principle states that the position and velocity of an object cannot both be measured exactly at the same time, and that the concepts of exact position and exact velocity together have no meaning in nature” (Encyclopedia Britannica). With subatomic particles it seems to be a truth for the present. We cannot measure a particle’s velocity or position without changing it and thus positions and velocities are all relative and can best be described by averages.  
But, quantum physics has extended this reasoning to all of nature and posits that everything is relative and that the Law of Cause and Effect does not hold true in nature. The problem is that it does. You exert energy on a particle to measure it in some way and you disturb its path and velocity (cause and effect). You have premarital sex and get a baby (cause and effect). Yes, I know, I jumped from the world of physical science, to cultural mores and biology, but this is just how God structured our world. Through his grace there is always forgiveness for what we do in this life, but we must always pay the physical price for what we do to ourselves due to the Law of Cause and Effect. If we have been an alcoholic all our life or a drug addict, God will forgive us these sins and lead us out of addiction. But, the damage done to our bodies from years of abuse remains. 
I believe God so structured the universe as He always does for multiple purposes. First, as previously stated, designing creation in concert with the Law of Cause and Effect has allowed us to perceive the universe mathematically and rationally. Second, however, this structure allows the Creator to make a physical point to us, that there is always a price for what we do. Salvation was not free. It had to be paid for with our Savior’s blood.  The car does not move without the expenditure of energy and force upon it. We make decisions which have effects upon ourselves and others. God and Jesus, the master teacher have structured His creation so that his eternal truths can be perceived by us, and as usual he gives us a visual display of it in His creation.  It is not surprising to me that quantum physics denies the Law of Cause and Effect, it has to. Quantum physics is being molded by men trying to find a way to describe how everything came from nothing by chance. They wish to ignore cause and effect, because the existence of cause and effect says that all was created and that they are responsible to that Creator. That is what the humanist fears the most and some scientists are bending over backwards to avoid that inevitable conclusion. It’s interesting that it took so many years for this all to become so clear to me. Maybe I’m just slow. Fortunately, God has patience with me.

Our October meeting featured the video: "Thousands not Billions" from ICR which is a capsule summary of the RATE research (the state of the art 8 year project done by ICR which looked into a whole range of dating questions). The fascinating results of this research includes: a new radiometric dating method (helium saturation) which debunks uranium-lead dates; and evidence that there has been an extreme amount of decay in rocks, but that the decay rates can vary markedly from current assumptions. The data is great “cutting edge” research in the field which both supports a Young Earth and poses problems with large amounts of accelerated decay which warrants further research.
SABBSA has had a late but special change in speaker for next Tuesday, November 11th. We will welcome creationist Ian Juby. Check out his website at www.ianjuby.org.
