Pray for Honesty and Integrity

I read a funny thing in the paper the other day (both funny and sad).  A Chinese anthropologist was lamenting their lack of understanding for a new find of a huge fossil graveyard in China. He said that it was hard to explain how so many fossils came to be buried in one location. He guessed that the only answer was some type of catastrophe, such as a volcanic eruption which killed thousands of dinosaurs at one time, and a flood shortly after which transported all of them to one spot. 

The irony of his musings is that this find is not an isolated event. Most often we do not find dinosaurs isolated in rock strata, but we often find them in “fossil graveyards” such as this one, which indicates some sort of major cataclysm which killed and collected them there. The sad part is that the Chinese scientist in question and anthropologists as a whole feel compelled not to even consider the most obvious answer to this frequently asked question of how did these “graveyards” come to be. The worldwide flood of Noah’s day is a ready explanation which modern science has taken out of the range of answer choices for philosophical and theological reasons, but for no reasons of empirical science. Pray for a day when such “consensus science” bias does not rule the day and all possible answers to scientific questions can be considered.
Where is Your Trust?

Do you look at Wal-Mart, H.E.B. or La Fiesta as your food source?  They sell food, but they’re not your source.  If the Lord were to cut off His provision to us, there would be no food to eat, nor water to drink [Lev. 26:26, Isa. 3:1, Ezek. 4:16, 14:13] He is truly your source!  


Our high tech society gives the illusion of stability.  Every day food and fiber products are grown, minerals and petroleum products are extracted and processed, millions of products are manufactured, and all these are moved by our transport systems.  Yet all these activities are vulnerable.  For example, disaster or sabotage can disrupt the flow of electricity.  Just try to buy gasoline during a power outage.  The pumps are electric.  And the water supply also depends on electric pumps. Our hundreds of power stations, oil refineries and chemical plants, along with the electric grid, its power lines and substations, would be impossible to defend in time of war or civil unrest.  Our communications systems, including ecommerce and defense networks, which use satellites, microwave relay and cell phone towers, cable and fiber-optic lines and hubs, are all vulnerable, making the overall system potentially unstable. 


Another symptom of instability is debt.  A company that is not competitive, suffering loss borrows trying to recover.  But debt, being an unproductive drain, is a strong drag toward failure.  We see this in our finance, industry, government, and in our own families.  Federal, state and local government debt, along with corporate and personal debt, are now at levels unimaginable not long ago.  Debt is out of control.  


Our food production and distribution system is also vulnerable.  Family farms and dairies have been replaced by industrial scale operations which concentrate control and decision making in just a few hands.  Hybridized and genetically engineered seed, now in wide spread use can greatly increase crop yield, but the seeds are genetically so identical that the resulting identical plants can be wiped out by a single disease or pest, producing catastrophic crop failure. Large scale agricultural operations are increasingly dependent on imported oil for pesticides and fertilizer; and on borrowed money for seed, equipment, etc.  A food production and distribution system in just a few hands, using hybrid and bio-engineered seed, and dependent on imported oil and bank loans is highly unstable.  When you consider that most food stores have a three to seven day food stock [which can vanish in hours] and transportation depends on petroleum products, it is clear that we can only trust God as our food supply!


All this instability would really be of no consequence if we lived in a truly Christian nation, for His grace would then be upon the nation, and His provision would be certain.  In times past, when this nation was truly Christian, people left their doors unlocked, there was little crime, there were few lawyers, and people made binding contracts with a handshake.  In times of crisis or disaster, everybody volunteered; people were neighborly and very generous.  



Today, in an apostate nation, the instability of our people [James 1:8] is an even greater danger than the instability of our systems.   Disturb the system slightly with a police incident or a power outage and you get looting and riots.  The population without internal moral restraint becomes a mob.  Our unstable systems and population means that control must be ever present, otherwise we have chaos.  This need for control shows just how far we have fallen as a nation.  


With all this instability, it is clear that unless America repents and the Lord intervenes, the system will implode.  It is just a matter of when.  Any small fault could escalate to a major problem, e.g. a trucker’s strike disrupts food distribution, followed by riots, etc. 


It is clear that America is at the edge. The Lord must be our hope and our provision.  Only He has the power to keep us.  Pray for our nation.  Ask the Lord to show you how to prepare.  Follow His instructions and rest in Him.

At our last Meeting: Tuesday, January 12, 2010 
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THE MYSTERY OF THE
CAMBRIAN FOSSIL RECORD
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In January, we saw the video “Darwin's Dilemma: The Cambrian Explosion." This documentary reveals the huge scientific problems with Darwin's theory as it relates to the Cambrian Explosion. This is not a religious film, but atheists hate it because the scientific evidence is deeply disturbing to their belief system. The absence of transitional forms between the animal body plans implies design rather than a gradual, unguided cobbling together of adaptations. 

The movie shows how the Precambrian layer contains single-celled creatures, but no obvious ancestors of the Cambrian Phyla. By looking at the Burgess Shale of British Columbia and the Chengjiang fossils of China, the film shows how soft-bodied and microscopic creatures are exquisitely well preserved in the rocks but no transitional forms connect the animal phyla. Thus, the old Darwinist excuse that the transitionals really did exist, but were too small and soft-bodied to be preserved is untenable (source - one review on Amazon). In spite of this video's presupposition of old Earth chronology, the science and the logic employed in the film is impeccable. We heartily recommend this film.
