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Greetings from SABBSA! It’s a great time to be alive and a great time to be a Creationist. That is the theme of this month’s Communiqué. We were blessed to have Dr. Carl Baugh inform us on the particulars of his revised “Canopy Theory” at last month’s meeting. We also were blessed by a large and enthusiastic turnout for our Science Workshop presentation at FEAST this past month. We will detail all these events as well as give you our rationale for the importance of what we do and the Creationist message, as well as evidence that it is the evolutionist, not the Creationist who is the “fanatic” in this month’s newsletter.

Creation, Why Bother?

Why bother with creationism, scientific creationism, young earth creationism, apologetics and the like? Why don’t we just let science do their thing, and let churches do theirs? All too often we hear from other ministries that all we should do is present Jesus in a generic form. After all they say, “It doesn’t matter whether God created in 6-days or 13 billion years as long as people believe in him, right?” Well let us examine why we do what we do, and why we believe it is important to “rock the boat” as we often do.

The first reason we do what we do is because it honors God’s truth. If God is real, omniscient and all powerful then He is also perfect and Holy which the Bible says that He is. If He is perfect and Holy He will not lie. This too is emphasized in the Bible. The first two chapters of Genesis detail how God created in 6 literal 24-hour days. We are not ones to call him a liar or a story teller. We take God at His word and operate on the premise that his word is literal and inerrant. For that reason we at SABBSA have adopted as our motto: “Believing the bible from the very first verse!” just as Answers in Genesis has done with one word of difference.
A second reason we proclaim God created in 6 literal days, and not so long ago, is so that we can be a resource to churches and church groups as we are to FEAST and this community. All too often churches and church staff will shy away from creation questions and preach a generic Jesus message because they are afraid of controversy and concerned that they will be shown up as ignorant if they proclaim the word of God in Genesis as literal and true. We give them sound scientific, archaeological and linguistic evidence that the bible is the true, inerrant word of God and that His creation can be proclaimed with full confidence to this lost and dying world! Churches do not usually adopt apologetics as one of their main ministries, so they shy away from such controversies as creation. We bridge the gap for them with sound evidence supporting the scriptures. 

Another reason we do this is because of the impact this message of God’s creation can have on the belief of God’s word by His people. Too often church staff does not want to get into the creation fray because they are concerned not only about their own lack of background in this field, but because this discussion can lead to in fighting which threatens church unity. And pastors are charged with being the custodians of church unity. 

However, the price for shying away from any creation discussions though is far too high. If we compromise and say to church members that God may have created in 6 days, or He may have done it via evolution in 3 billion years, then we say to them as well that we are not sure all scripture is to be regarded as literal and true. If we are to discount the miraculous events of Genesis chapters 1 and 2, we might also discount the “Flood” story as just an allegory (a morals story told to reveal moral truth, but not to be taken literally). We also might discount the “Big Fish” story of Jonah. While we’re at it we may well discount all of the descriptions of Jesus’ miracles as “allegories which never happened in reality.” You see, if we say part of God’s word, like Genesis, is not authoritative, not literal (when it is not so noted in scripture that it is just a story), and not to be believed as inerrant, then where do we draw the line and say you can now start believing what it says? After Genesis chapter 11? After Jonah? Or never?
 Indeed if a church wants its people to believe in the word of God we need to be able to preach to them that it is the inerrant word from a perfect creator. Any other compromises allow them to draw their own conclusions about what scripture is, what it says, whether God actually authored it and whether it is relevant to their lives. Not believing in God as the author of scripture or not believing in the infallibility of God or His word can be lethal to the belief of the individual in God and His scriptures as well as to that churches operation on His word.
Finally, we are in this because of the devastating effects of evolutionary thinking in our society. If our kids believe that they are not created in a special way by God, then it follows that they are not responsible to Him in their minds. If they believe, that they are just a random accident of nature and God doesn’t exist as evolution proposes, then right and wrong have no meaning. They will believe they are responsible to no one but themselves. Society has shown the effects of this kind of thinking all too clearly in the past 50 years. 
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We in America were sheltered from a lot of Evolutionary thought during the first half of the 20th century because we were consumed by two world wars and a strong bible belief which kept evolution out of the public schools to a large extent. However, in 1957 the Soviet Union laucnhed an unmanned satellite which they called “SputniK.” We in Amercia were horrified by this event which showed that we were technologically behind a sworn enemey. We panicked and quickly attributed part of our failure to beat the Russians into to space with the “backward science curriculum” in our public schools. 
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One result was a more than 10 fold jump in the amount of evolutionary teaching included in public school science textbooks. As you can see from the accompanying graphic, the amount of words devoted to evolutionary teaching went from around 2500 words in 1957 to more than 33,000 in 1963. Now, what will be the effect on our society as kids are taught they are a mere accident of nature, and not the special creation of a loving God?
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The answer unfortunately was that they became far more amoral, selfish and atheistic. They became hedonistic, concentrating only on themselves and not others. In essence we saw it all happen in the 1960’s and we see those effects up to today.
If there is no God as evolution proposes, then there are no morals they must live by. No God to tell them not to steal or to murder. Note the resulting chart of how violent crime “sky rocketed” in this country almost immediately after the introduction of all of this evolutionary teaching in the public schools!
Note how flat line violent crime was in this country in the 1950’s as it kept pace with population growth, but no more. But within just three years of the introduction of the massive amount of evolution teaching which the previous graph indicated, we see an absolute explosion of violent crime in America as America’s youth respond to the news that they are just animals, and they start to behave like them too!
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Another sad evidence of the effects of evolutionary teaching is seen on the graph below of the explosion of sexually transmitted diseases in this country just after the emphasis on evolutionary teaching began. Note again how sexually transmitted diseases were actually decreasing in the 1950’s, but literally explode upwards when kids learn that there is not God, they are animals and there is no right and wrong!
Indeed, this is a main reason for our existence at SABBSA. We are in it to combat the deadly misinformation about God and His world that evolution spreads to our youth and to our culture making them ever more vulnerable to Satan. We are in it for our culture, for our nation’s future, for our kid’s futures and for the proclamation of God’s truth in His world. Because of all this we stand as a resource to our community to allow churches and individuals to stand up to the “Lie of Evolution” and tell their congregations and any who will hear that God created them and can be trusted to guide their lives. That message brings along with it a promise that their lives have a purpose and are not meaningless accidents as evolution promises them. We dare not compromise with untruth. We stand on the word of God which we have found verifiable and inerrant!
In light of this rationale, we offer this article from Dr. Daniel Harris, Ph.D enumerating reasons why it is the evolutionists who are the fanatics in this controversy. A label which is all too often unfairly put on the Creationist.
Introducing the True Fanatics

Fanatics have strongly held beliefs and by definition are unwilling to see contrary facts.  This term well fits many scientists, who are willingly ignorant of the abundant evidence for the reality of the Creator.   Romans 1:20 describes this, “For the invisible things of Him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse.”  His Hand is easy to see, yet they remain defiantly ignorant of Him.  

For example, astronomers have incredibly sophisticated models of astronomical processes, yet there is no theory explaining the origin of our Solar System.  The best modern theory tries to explain the transfer of large amounts of rotational energy from the fast spinning central proto-sun into the much slower spinning surrounding gas disc using a magnetic field.  

But the best computer simulations show that magnetic energy transfer is too inefficient to do the job.  Further along in this alleged process the gas cools below ~1500 oC and minerals, [e.g. SiO2, MgO] condense out of the gas making very tiny dust grains.  It is alleged that these very hot grains stick together in collisions, growing to sand grain size and beyond.   But there is a glitch. The best simulations show that when these orbiting rocks grow to basketball size, the distance between collisions increases, giving the rocks large relative velocities, then these now cooled rigid rocks shatter on collision.  Thus the best simulations show the formation of a disc of grains and rocks that never grow big enough to form planets.  Even though our best theory can’t explain the Solar System we see, most astronomers still believe the Solar System has a natural explanation, God not included.   This takes great faith.  

Astronomers have a good understanding of these physics processes, and excellent computer simulations, which tear apart the best theory, and produce a Solar System nothing like the one we see.  A reasonable person might conclude there must be something important missing from their model.  But these very bright astronomers are blind to that obvious conclusion.  

Scientists are so wedded to naturalism that they are willingly ignorant of the necessity of God.   This is truly an extreme position.  To make observations, do experiments and simulations, time and again, and every time find no fit to the beautiful world we see, yet still deny Him, is near to insane. 

You may say that is only one area where natural forces prove to be inadequate.  True.  But all the other basic origins issues are in a similar state.   

The best theory of the origin of the Moon is in crisis. It supposes an object the size of Mars collided with the early Earth and the resulting debris cloud became the Moon.  This theory has very serious problems with conservation of spin energy and with the great improbability of just the right collision.

The best present theory of star formation supposes that dense gas and dust clouds collapse forming clusters of stars.  But the measured conditions inside such dark clouds shows that the gas pressure is more than enough to stand against gravity, so the clouds aren’t collapsing.  Heat energy released by gravity infall can’t get out of the clouds.  We do see dark clouds with embedded stars, but the best physics shows that the stars couldn’t have grown out of clouds.  Yet the astronomers still call these star forming regions. 

In biology there is no working theory for the origin of life from non-living chemicals.  Many speculations persist, but the best experimental science has no clue to the origin of life.  

Evolutionary naturalists suppose that all living things arose from an original single celled organism.  Yet they have no demonstrated mechanism for doing this.  Between species hundreds of improbable genetic changes must occur all in exactly the right way for there to be one new kind.  That is so highly improbable it is equivalent to a miracle.  Thus every distinct kind is a true miracle. 

In all these things the unbelieving scientist shows he is a fool, [Psalms 14:1} for he denies the unshakable evidence, and clings to his fanatic belief in naturalism.  Pray for these most deceived persons.

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Last month at SABBSA
We had a very special treat at our January SABBSA meeting. Dr. Carl Baugh, director and founder of the Creation Evidences Museum outside Glen Rose, Texas as well as conservator of some of the best creationist artifacts in existence, was with us.
