SECULAR THEORY FOR MOON'S FORMATION RECEIVES ANOTHER BLOW
Where did the Moon come from? Was it created by God, or did it come into existence by natural processes long ago? Among secular astronomers, the standard model is the 'giant impact' theory. Supposedly, a Mars-sized object crashed into the Earth about 4.5 billion years ago.

This alleged collision was catastrophic. A large amount of the Earth was blasted into space as debris. Supposedly, some of the debris fell back to Earth. The rest of it turned into our Moon.

A key prediction of this model is that the Moon could have no water, not even deep inside. The collision would have been so powerful that practically no water could have remained in the debris -- it would all be vaporized. If any water remained, it would be merely trace amounts.

Although the giant impact model has several problems, the lack of water was one prediction that seemed successful. The Apollo astronauts collected several hundred pounds of lunar soils and rocks, and brought them to Earth. The first analyses had seemed to show that the lunar samples were dry. Turns out they're not.

Scientists have recently re-examined some of the lunar samples, using better equipment than was available during the Apollo era. They focused especially on soils that contained volcanic lava. (This allows us to measure material from the inside of the Moon instead of just the surface.)

In my Solar System DVD, I explained how the soils were turning out to have about 10 times more water than expected. This was a brand-new discovery at the time. (It was announced right before the DVD was published).This discovery created a serious problem for the giant impact theory. 

Unsurprisingly, many secular astronomers resisted the new find. They tried to explain it away, because it didn't fit their theory. A few months ago, a new analysis was published. [1, 2] This time, researchers examined beads of volcanic glass. Unlike the lava samples (which were likely to have lost some of their original water when they were formed in eruptions), the glass beads would have locked up and preserved their primeval water. 

Therefore, this new analysis would be a more accurate measurement of how much water is inside the Moon. Turns out that the Moon doesn't have 10 times as much water as the giant impact model could allow. It actually has 100 times as much. 

Evolutionary astronomers are now faced with a serious problem. One of their model's major predictions has been disproved...and this model was the only secular explanation left for the Moon's origin. (There used to be other secular models, but the Apollo program's other discoveries trashed all of them.)

So the non-Creation origins model can't explain why the Earth has a Moon. But wait, there's more. According to some other researchers, the problem is even worse than it seems. Apparently, even if the secular model could somehow produce a Moon, that wouldn't be enough -- because these researchers believe that...

"EARTH USED TO HAVE TWO MOONS"

This one was all over the Internet recently. According to this idea -- which some people are taking quite seriously -- the Earth used to have two moons instead of one. Hmm. Why is there only one today? 

Because the second one perished by crashing into the Moon we see today. Why are these researchers suggesting this? Because some of the mountains on the Moon's far side are higher than the ones on the near side.

To explain this fact, the researchers made a model. After lots of tweaking, the model said that if there were once two moons of just the right size, with just the right orbits, which collided at just the right angle and velocity, then a high mountain range would have been pushed up on the Moon's far side. Thus, there's "evidence" for the new model.

But is this a scientific hypothesis? No. It's only a story. An explanation doesn't qualify as a hypothesis unless it makes a testable prediction. If it can't do that, it's only a just-so story. And just-so stories are only limited by the inventor's imagination -- which isn't much of a limitation.

Think about this for a moment. The two-moon story got a ton of publicity.  So why stop there? I'd guess that a three-moon story would do even better. You'd get fame, fortune, and all that. And then once that story had run its course, maybe go for four moons. And after that, five, or six, or even seven. Why not?

After all, you can make up an infinite number of stories that can produce a high mountain range on the Moon. 

And that's exactly my point. In secular astronomy today, the idea of 'evidence' has grown extremely blurry. So many of the "discoveries" are just stories or computer simulations. As long as the story isn't obviously impossible, you can claim that you've discovered how something happened. 

You can claim that you've discovered something about true history. But all you've really done is make up a story.  And since an infinite number of stories are possible, this tells us nothing definitive about true history. Too bad this fundamental distinction is lost on most evolutionists today.

Therefore, it's in our best interest to hide from the hostile aliens until our technology is as good as theirs. Of course, being hostile aliens, they'll be hunting for us very diligently. And if you were a hostile alien, looking for a less-evolved species to wipe out, how would you find your next victim? Well, the answer is obvious. You'd look for a planet with...Global warming!
The scientists explained that mankind's "negative environmental impact" is an open invitation to some cosmic bullying. The following article details the findings of one group of astronomers and their amazing claims of this paralleling the formation of water on planet Earth. The only problem is that it has already been well proved that we did not get our water from comets and there is no evidence that this is where this water originated from either. Read the article and then we will comment from a creationist perspective along the way.
Strong Evidence Life Spread by Comets, Astronomers Say

Observing a nearby star system, astronomers may be witnessing an event similar to what happened in our solar system 4 billion years ago, in which comets were believed to have delivered water and organic molecules to Earth.... (we have evidence refuting this claim)
A dust cloud around a nearby star appears to be the debris from a collision between a giant comet and an Earth-like planet -- possibly a re-enactment of the comet barrage that struck Earth 4 billion years ago and presumably seeded our planet with water and other necessities for life as we know it. (How could they possibly know how this cloud formed? This is pure speculation using their world view as the judge and the evidence!)
Using NASA's Spitzer Space telescope, the astronomy team analyzed the warm dust surrounding Eta Corvi, a billion-year-old star 60 light years away from Earth in the constellation Corvus. Dust of this sort, which occurs in roughly 1 percent of stars, typically consists of the crushed-up rocks from a couple of asteroids smashing into each other. (Again, how do they know this is how this dust originated? Were they there to see it happen?)
However, Eta Corvi's dust proved to be extraordinary in that it contained signatures of water and carbon compounds, and researchers conclude that the dust is the remnants of a large comet in an upcoming paper in Astrophysical Journal. "We observe what appears to be the result of a comet raining down on a terrestrial body in the habitable zone where life could potentially form," said lead author Carey Lisse of the John Hopkins University Applied Physics Laboratory in Laurel, Md.
Lisse and his colleagues have no direct proof (bold my own) of a planet on the receiving end of this cometary missile, but they concluded something rather big and rocky had to have shattered the comet into so many pieces. The best guess is a planet of roughly Earth size or smaller, orbiting Eta Corvi at a distance three times the Earth-sun distance. Because Eta Corvi is about 5 times brighter than the sun, this purported planet would be in the so-called habitable zone where water would remain in liquid form.
As for the comet, it most likely originated from the outskirts of the Eta Corvi system, similar to where our own solar system has its Kuiper belt, a large ring-shaped region that contains many small comet-like bodies, as well as big objects like Pluto. Evidence for a Kuiper belt-like region around Eta Corvi comes from 2005 observations of a large mass of cold debris circling the star at 150 times the Earth-sun separation. (For this claim they have no data on which to base this claim whatsoever, but it makes for a good parallel story.)
Our Kuiper belt is fairly calm right now, but "Eta Corvi has a 'busy' Kuiper belt (how could they possible know this without observational data??), like a swarm of bees, with comets flying out of the system and in towards the star," said Lisse. To explain what stirred up this "bees' nest," the authors propose a second planet of Jupiter's size or slightly smaller moving in the vicinity of Eta Corvi's Kuiper belt.
This whole story sounds like a Hollywood remake. Early in our own solar system's history, the giant planets -- Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and Neptune -- appear to have shifted their orbital positions. This planetary shakeup disturbed our solar system's Kuiper belt, causing over 99 percent of the material to be ejected in random trajectories. Some of these comets may have contributed to the so-called late heavy bombardment, a dramatic uptick in the number of large impacts that occurred sometime around four billion years ago.
This comet onslaught may have delivered not only water to Earth, but also some of the organic building blocks of life. This possibility was recently highlighted by a meteorite, called Almahata Sitta, which landed in Sudan in 2008. Collected samples contain lots of organics, and surprisingly they have similar light-absorption signatures as the dust that Lisse and his colleagues have observed around Eta Corvi.
"We think this meteorite was a recent example of life's ingredients raining down," said Lisse.
Is it possible that Lisse's team has found a distant example of such a downpour?…
To obtain further verification, Lisse is suggesting that planet hunters train their eyes on Eta Corvi. He admits it won't be easy to detect the two planets that his group has proposed, since they are at relatively large distances from their host star. But planet detection is rapidly progressing.
"I'd bet a case of beer that in five years we'll have found planets around Eta Corvi," said Lisse.
Editor’s Note: This is another great evolutionary story with only the slightest bit of data and a huge amount of imagination added, none of which is verified. Analysis of the water in the comets in our solar system shows that they have a high concentration of “heavy water” called deuterium. Since the Earth contains so little heavy water, it is clear that we did not get any sizeable amount of water from comets. This theory has been falsified, but that does not stop astronomers from believing in it and printing articles spouting a falsified theory as happening elsewhere with even less data.
Note, this whole scenario has only the tentative proof of water being in orbit with debris. They have no indications of any planets surrounding this star, no proof of comets, no evidence whatsoever for a “Kuiper Belt” or what its tendencies are. This whole story is a complete fabrication, but it gets printed in a scientific journal as science??
