Topics ranged from an in depth set of essays on “What a caveman was?” to radio halos to astronomy to bioluminescence to medicine, biology and much more. This month’s Communiqué includes a fascinating essay by Dr. Daniel Harris on the relevance of brain size to the human designation arguments. We also have a wealth of notices of upcoming events in the San Antonio area.
Why Are You Human?
Or, Do You Really Need Your Brain?

A central belief of evolutionists is that man came from animal ancestors, and that man’s higher faculties arose in time with increased brain size. 

The Bible tells us that in the beginning “God created man in His own image….” [Gen. 1:27] and “breathed into his nostrils … and man became a living soul,” [Gen. 2:7].  The Biblical and Evolutionist views can never be reconciled.  So, who is right?  Does your brain make you human, or is it God?
In the mid 1800’s evolutionists began collecting brain weight measures, based on their faith that brain weight is a measure of intelligence. They quickly surmised that men [ave. brain 49 oz.] are more intelligent than women [ave. brain 44 oz.], justifying their lesser status.  (Those researchers were all men!)  Also, by excluding large brained blacks those researchers were able to affirm the superior intelligence of their own white race.  All of this was very corrupt science [1].  But since these findings agreed with their prejudices, these false ideas were acclaimed, justifying many evil actions against non-white races. 


An easy test of the alleged intelligence-- brain weight connection is the brain weights of famous geniuses [1,2].  The largest genius brain weight was that of English poet, Lord Byron, 82¼ oz. [168% of ave.].  Above average was the French paleontologist Georges Cuvier, with a 64 oz. brain [131% of ave.].  Not surprising.  But a large fraction of geniuses had average to below average brain weights. For example, the mathematical genius Karl Friedrich Gauss, had a 52 oz. brain [6% above ave.], and Albert Einstein’s brain was quite average. Far below average was the literary genius, Anatole France, with a 35 oz. brain [71% of ave].  Genius brain weights prove conclusively that a large brain is not needed for high intelligence. 

More recently the Journal Science (Dec. 12, 1980, p1232) reported brain scan results for hundreds of patients having hydrocephalus [water on the brain].  Of the patients who had more than 90% of their brain space filled with fluid, over half had IQ’s over 100.  One student at Sheffield U., who gained a first–class honors degree in mathematics, had an IQ of 126 and just a 3 oz. brain, 6% of normal.  His brain cortex was a layer ~1/25th of an inch [~1mm] thick pressed against his skull, the remainder of his cranium was filled with fluid.  Clearly, brain weight is not what makes this student human.

A central topic of artificial intelligence research is “what sets man apart as thinker,” a topic addressed by Dr. John R. Searl of the U. Calif. Berkley [Scientific American, Jan. 1990, p26] who argued very persuasively that thinking is much more than information processing. Machines manipulate information according to instructions, with zero understanding.  Insect and animal brains hint at some discernment.  By contrast man shows extraordinarily subtle discernment of ideas in guiding information processing.   When the unique character of man is fully appreciated, molecules to man evolution is seen as utterly absurd.   

The best science affirms the Holy Bible. It’s not your brain that makes you human!  It’s God!
