How Science is Getting Kidnapped by Presuppositions!

Two articles appeared last month in the journal Science and an astronomy publication which showed the continuing evidence for what real science should be, but is being blocked by presuppositions. One article explained how a team of scientists have made new measurements using a new technique to measure the age of the Grand Canyon and came up with an age of 70 million years. This of course differs widely from the conventional age of 5 to 6 million years in age and the creationist view of it being only few thousand years old.
There are two interesting things going on in this debate. The first is the fact that their new result of 70 million years was immediately attacked by the more conventional scientists who stick to 5 – 6 million. No surprise there as radically different data and ideas are always met with skepticism (we Creationist can attest to this). But, the background to this whole argument is completely lost. It has been shown by simple logic that neither the dating techniques used by those who advocate for the Grand Canyon being 6 million years and those now saying its 70 million are reliable and we should have no faith in their dates whatsoever. However that huge scientific problem is never discussed because it would challenge what Dr. J.C. Sanford calls the “primary axiom” (a dogged faith in deep time and evolution).
The Grand Canyon is only one of many examples of how areas of known age have shown that radiometric dates are inaccurate. In this case there is a lava flow from an extinct volcano on one rim which flows down and over the side of the rim. When this lava flow was dated via isochronal dating techniques (which supposedly eliminate one of the objections to radiometric dating by eliminating the inclusion of daughter elements) it gave a date for this lava older than the basalt base underneath the Grand Canyon. Any child can see that this cannot be and that one or both of these dates are in error. Whatever is on the bottom has to be older than what is on top! Still the evolutionists staunchly stand by these disproven techniques because they agree with their worldview of an ancient Earth. 
The other article which intrigues is one describing how a group of astronomers have found yet another galaxy which does not fit into the standard model of our thinking on the formation of galaxies. They have found another relatively small galaxy with an ultra-massive black hole at its center. According to current galaxy and black hole formation theories it should not be there. And yet there it is, it also is not the only such example, as we have found four others just like it. Such challenging data is not unusual in astronomy or science as we often find things which do not fit into how we think things work and we then adjust our theories on how they work based on this new observation.

The problem is that it is getting more and more difficult for conventional science to demonstrate this basic tenant of flexibility and adapt their thinking when taking on new data. Instead they try to force the new data to fit into their now outmoded ideas rather than adopting new ones. This has always been a problem in science since we are dealing with human beings who are naturally resistant to change and to individual scientists who have stakes in their previous interpretations of evidence. But, this roadblock to new understanding seems to be accelerating and the concept of evolution is one of the culprits.  

The defense of outmoded and disproven concepts such as current radiometric dating techniques is the main reason why those debating between 6 and 70 million years for an age of the Grand Canyon are having an ignorant and fruitless conversation. They’re both wrong by a huge factor, but their presuppositions will not allow them to even consider this possibility. This is bad science and it permeates the fields of historical and origin science today. Likewise astronomy has trouble moving forward since our base assumptions are all routed in a cosmic evolutionary scheme of the “Big Bang” which has been similarly disproved, but which remains due to professional biases and a conviction in an ancient universe regardless of the data to the contrary. Is it any wonder that almost every bit of data we get on a new star or black hole or galaxy seems to challenge current thinking? It challenges it because that old scheme has already been proven wrong, but the fields of historical science have lost the ability to readily adapt their theories and adopt new ones.

The answer is almost anything, and a lot of things you would not have expected. The other day I did a search of “creation science library” and of course hundreds of hits came up and here are just a few of them.
At http://christiananswers.net/creation/ you can find the Creation Super Library, a multilingual site with good teaching, answers to questions, articles and more.  
At http://www.creationism.org/library/index.htm you will find a real check out library! You can have them mail you any creation video in their library and check it out for a time!
At http://www.creationscience.com/onlinebook/main.html is a website featuring the work and theories of Dr. Walter Brown. While I don’t subscribe to all of his theories about what happened with plate tectonics and how rapidly the continents were moved during the flood. This is still an excellent resource page.
At http://nwcreation.net  you will encounter the Northwest Creation Network out of Seattle, Washington. This is a very active group with an excellent mega-website which includes a humor page (see an example of their offerings in our humor corner today), a large amount of apologetics, creation news, and more…One of their pages has an extensive catalog of where you can get videos from at  http://nwcreation.net/videocatalogs.html
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Another project of the Northwest Creation network is the Creation Wiki at http://creationwiki.org/Main_Page which has just passed 35 million hits of use!
The Creation Wiki is a community-build encyclopedia of creation apologetics that was founded by the Northwest Creation Network. The site has grown steadily since 2004, receiving about 500,000 hits per month, and is being translated into French, Portuguese, Russian, and others.

At http://eymi.net/media/media-for-religious-schools.shtml  I found a gold mine of a site with lesson plans to go with many of the most popular creation videos of our day. Even more exciting for the presenter, is their breakdown of the teaching lesson plans into summaries and plans for each video clip (part) of each video!  This site features a lot of Moody creation materials, as well as the mainstays of Eden, Illustra, and many more.
At http://www.creationism.org we find a site we have talked about before and recommended but it is worth mentioning again. The real attraction here is the extensive list of creation groups all over the world. But they also have pages of evidences and more.
Now, when you do a search like this, you do have to be somewhat discerning as they Bible always tells us. Included in my search I found this site which seemed like a good one at first at http://www.youngearthscientists.org/library.html However, after perusing their evidences and articles I found a lot of Kent Hovind materials which at this point are somewhat controversial although he does have a zealous following by some creationists. More disturbing is their using the Ron Wyatt Ark materials to claim the Ark has been found which Wyatt clearly did not do. While most of the rest of this site contains good features from AIG, ICR and more, we must always be careful and discerning in what we put our trust in.
While I would never say these sites should supplant the excellent resource sites provided by ICR, AIG, AOI or CMI, I can recommend most of these sites as ones certainly worth a look and ones which can provide resources you never knew existed. Check them out!
