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Pat Robertson Sticks Foot in Mouth and Swallows!

CNN) — Televangelist Pat Robertson challenged the idea that Earth is 6,000 years old this week, saying the man who many credit with conceiving the idea, former Archbishop of Ireland James Ussher, "wasn't inspired by the Lord when he said that it all took 6,000 years." 
The statement was in response to a question Robertson fielded Tuesday from a viewer on his Christian Broadcasting Network show "The 700 Club." In a submitted question, the viewer wrote that one of her biggest fears was that her children and husband would not go to heaven "because they question why the Bible could not explain the existence of dinosaurs."

"If you fight science, you are going to lose your children, and I believe in telling them the way it was," Robertson concluded. 
By Emma Margolin msnbc But arguments like these that question the planet’s age are not strictly limited the 700 Club and its viewership.
Back in September, Georgia Congressman Paul Broun made headlines when he claimed that evolution and the big bang theory are “lies straight from the pit of Hell,” and that he believed the earth was less than 9,000 years old.

And when Fla. Sen. Marco Rubio was asked about the age of the planet in a recent interview with GQ, the rising GOP star dodged saying, “I’m not a scientist, man.”

Forty-six percent of Americans believe that God created humans in their present form at one point within the past 10,000 years, according to a survey released by Gallup in June. That number has remained unchanged for the past 30 years, since 1982, when Gallup first asked the question on creationism versus evolution. (CNN)
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Creationists are taking issue with televangelist Pat Robertson and his view of the age of the earth. (from OneNewsNow.com)
On a broadcast of The 700 Club late last month, Pat Robertson disputed the belief that the earth is about 6,000 years old, suggesting billions instead.

"I know people will probably try to lynch me when I say this," he stated, "but Bishop Ussher -- God bless him -- wasn't inspired by the Lord when he said it all took 6,000 years. It just didn't .... There was a time that [dinosaurs] were on the earth and it was before the time of the Bible. So don't try to cover it up and make like everything was 6,000 years. That's not the Bible."

Dr. Terry Mortenson of Answers in Genesis (AIG), who disagrees with Robertson, notes that the television show host challenges James Ussher, the renowned former archbishop of Ireland who traced the earth's creation based on the Bible and took the Bible as the Word of God.

"[Ussher] came up with a date of 4004 [B.C.] for creation by taking the genealogies in Genesis 5 and 11 as complete chronologies with no missing names, which is the way the church took those genealogies for 1,800 years," Dr. Mortenson explains. "So, he was just being a very, very careful student of the Scriptures and the chronological information given in Scripture."

Moreover, the AIG researcher notes that Robertson's claim that dinosaurs existed before biblical times is illogical, because there is no pre-biblical time; the Bible starts with the creation of the world.

Robertson also mentioned science's reliance on carbon dating, which Dr. Mortenson says reveals Robertson's ignorance on the subject.

"Carbon-14 is never used to date rocks or dinosaur bones; it's other dating methods which have much longer half-lives," Mortenson reports. "The maximum age you could date anything with radio carbon dating is about 80,000 or 100,000 years at the max, and dinosaurs supposedly lived 65 million to 245 million years ago. So he's really not informed on the dating methods." AIG maintains that the Bible remains the true and final authority on the subject.

Editor’s Note: While Robertson’s comments were well intentioned, they were highly damaging and based in both ignorance and in a conflict of evangelical views which is becoming more and more troublesome in America.

His views are ignorant because he bases them on both a false belief that radiocarbon dating has anything to do with the age of the Earth, a lack of recognizing the examples of dinosaurs cited in the Bible, and a failure to realize the harm his theology of this subject does in terms of reinterpreting scripture to say that death occurred before Adam and that thesis’ inherent damage to our evangelical message. 
Just as troubling is that this is another example of mainstream Christianity’s belief in all we have to do is “preach Jesus.” Anything else is off topic, unnecessary and a distraction. In truth, this is an excellent example of why our ministry is in existence. What Robertson and all those who espouse trying to evangelize America today with a “Just preach Jesus” message is that they fail to see that Americans more and more have no belief in Jesus because they believe science has disproven the Bible. And on this topic they are as ignorant on science and the Bible as Robertson is on young earth creationism. Further their view attacks the very core of authority of scripture. “If you cannot believe the first story in the Bible, why should you believe any of the others??”

C.S. Lewis Was "Prophetic" on Science, Scientism

Reporter Jeff Schapiro has grasped the importance of the new book from Discovery Institute Press, The Magician's Twin: C.S. Lewis on Science, Scientism and Society, edited by Dr. John West. It's positively uncanny the way Lewis anticipated many of the causes for concern about the rule of Big Science that we deal with every day here at ENV, whether it's the slavish adherence to orthodox Darwinian Theory so common in the intellectual and even in the religious worlds, or the increasingly disturbing ethical offshoots of the materialism that Darwin represented.

Meanwhile, with shocking frequency, Lewis has been promoted as a mascot for theistic evolution. Readers of The Magician's Twin will find that the truth is much more complicated -- and more interesting -- than that. Writing in the Christian Post, Schapiro summarizes:

There were some principles of the evolutionary theory that Lewis rejected altogether -- such as the idea that evolution occurs through undirected natural selection -- though others he accepted. Although Lewis believed in a literal Adam and Eve and mankind's fall from grace as told in the Old Testament book of Genesis, for example, he also believed the theory that says all living creatures have a common ancestor, though he became more skeptical of that theory later in his life, says [CSC associate director Dr. John] West.

The title of the book comes from Lewis' The Abolition of Man, in which he calls modern science and magic "twins." West says Lewis was concerned that some would use modern science in the same way they tried to use magic in medieval times, to control nature.

"The downside is if you want to control the world then you may get delusions of grandeur, or you may try to play God ... The deification of science, the application of science to morality, the use of science for things like eugenics and breeding a better human race are things that really concerned him," said West.

Lewis was concerned that the power of science would be abused, so what would he think of the use of science in the world today? West says Lewis was "prophetic" when it came to his concerns about science.

"I think he would have been aghast at how correct he was ... and in some sense things are coming to the point that he predicted," said West.

Even as a young man, Lewis already grasped that "the ideas of Charles Darwin and Herbert Spencer were built 'on a foundation of sand.'" Of course, that sand has blown into the wind considerably since Lewis's day.

Darwin’s Moral Wasteland

Charles Darwin’s book “The Origin of Species” 1859, and the revolutionary thought that emerged from it, are now having maximum impact on American Civilization.  The Aurora Colorado theater shooting points to the stark distinction between the beliefs of America’s founders, who held man is Created in God’s image, and is thus of incomparable and enduring value; and the opposing view, now held by many academics, especially in biology, who train students, like the Aurora gunman, to believe that man is just animated dirt, an animal arisen from millions of years of random events, just slime + time, and thus of no great or lasting value. .  

In the last paragraph of “the Origin of Species” Darwin summarized his view, “Thus from the war of nature, from famine and death, the most exalted object which we are capable of conceiving, namely the production of the higher animals, directly follows.”    

Darwin asserted that the agency that improved species and produced the amazing variety of life on Earth is “the war of nature,” death in particular.  Darwin and his followers rejoiced in finding an alternative to God that served their materialist world view.  They glorified death as a creative agency; death became their god.  

[Yet we know that death is NOT a creative agency.  Death does not make new order, it only destroys existing order.]

Considering the thousands of students now being trained to believe as Darwin did, it is no wonder that occasionally one will act on those beliefs by glorying in death, becoming an active 
agency of death, as the Aurora gunman did.  In fact the rarity of such events should be surprising, considering how many students have been trained to fervently believe Darwin’s death glorifying world view. 

If we can truly see the dramatic distinction between the Christian world view expressed by our Founding Fathers and the opposing death glorifying world view of Darwin’s followers, then we will see that regardless of any scientific claims, the moral universe defined by the Holy Bible is much to be preferred over the moral universe promoted by Darwin and his followers.
I believe that at the core of every one of us is the desire to be valued, to be loved, and to be cared for.  That is the essence of much or our literature, poetry and arts, and a topic of common discussion.  Can we agree that humans are distinct from the animals in that we have a unique desire for more than just food, procreation and survival? 

We always seem to worship something, even if it’s only our bank account.  That yearning to worship reflects the presence of God in us, a residue that invariably finds expression.  The yearning to worship is central to man’s character and is inescapable proof that man is NOT just slime + time.

Darwin’s moral universe arising from materialism, with death as its active agency, sees no lasting value in man. If Darwin’s materialism were true, then in a very distant future, perhaps a thousand billion years from now, all the stars become dark and the entire universe arrives at a single uniform temperature, and there is no life remaining.  In that distant materialist future all the works and words of men have no one to recall them.  All the experiences of mankind are recalled no more than a swarm of gnats in a field of cattle.  That moral universe is indeed a wasteland!

On the other hand, if we awake to the truth presented in the Holy Bible, then we see man is Created in God’s image and we see man has eternal value, intended for fellowship with God for eternity.
Truly I cannot fathom how any sane person can prefer Darwin’s materialist death glorifying universe over the alternative God glorifying view.   We who see the truth of God’s Word might legitimately define as insane all those who glorify death, living in Darwin’s moral wasteland.  But the Holy Bible is more kind, instead it calls them blind.  See Matt. 23:26, II Pet.1:5-9, Rev.3:17.
Review of “The Genesis Code” movie
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In our May 2012 Communiqué we informed you of a new creation issue film called       “The Genesis Code.” This movie is a heartfelt and deep drama which examines many aspects of faith and belief as well as the tension between science and religion. It explores the price of belief in our modern age and the pressures brought to bear on believers to conform to “modern thinking.” It features a wealth of Hollywood stars. 

Scientifically it presents a framework hypothesis (a way of fitting occurrences in the Bible into the events theorized in science) that says that both the scientific explanation for the Big Bang and the Biblical account of creation in six literal days are both true told from different frames of reference. If you want a good “hands on” and understandable explanation of time dilation and different frames of reference this is your film. 

To its credit this film briefly hints at microevolution (variation) to be true but that macroevolution (species to species evolution) is not true. To its detriment this film does however leave alone the timeline of man coming after the advent of death and after the extinction of dinosaurs. Neither does it literally explore the role of the “waters” as described in Genesis. 

It does forcefully show how one can be kept from faith by the presuppositions and inaccurate beliefs in modern science. It also shows how some people (not all) can be brought to faith by the use of science and showing them both that science and the Bible are not in disagreement and gets them past the first chapter of Genesis as a “stumbling block” in believing the rest of the book. As the main character says, “Since science has disproven the first story in the book, you can pretty much know that the rest of it is all make believe.” This points to the thrust of what creation evangelism can do for society and people today. We can help them get past what Ken Ham called “THE LIE” and get them to understand that literal belief in the Bible is not only not unscientific, but is actually supported by science! 
Right-to-Life Issues: The main character is in a struggle with his grandparents who are trying to pull his mother off of life support, he must use the truths he has discovered through the genesis code to grapple with thorny end-of-life issues.
The Genesis Code received acclaim from other conservatives and family oriented groups, including a “fantastic” review from The Dove Foundation and Focus on the Family. I found this film to be well made and engrossing even if it has some theological flaws. The makers have a clear intent for this film to be a vehicle to get people past science as a stumbling block for their faith!

Study tries to scientifically link homosexuality to evolution Charlie Butts (OneNewsNow.com)

A molecular geneticist with Answers in Genesis says the media is misleading the public in reporting on a recent study suggesting a genetic connection to homosexuality.
A recent study by the National Institute for Mathematical and Biological Synthesis suggests that epigenetics, as opposed to genetics, explains homosexuality. Some media are suggesting it shows a link between homosexuality and genetics. But those media reports are wrong, according to Dr. Georgia Purdom of Answers in Genesis.
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"First of all we need to realize that this basically is a mathematical model that the researchers have developed," she explains. "From what I can understand, there's been no biological assessment of this. It's merely a model they've developed, and they want to test it in the future to see if this possibly could be some sort of link to homosexuality."

Media headlines that the study provides a definitive link are misleading, she says, and the suggestion that homosexuality links to evolution in some way is false.

"Ultimately, homosexuality would mean that you could not sexually reproduce and have offspring -- so how could that be any kind of proof of evolution? It would actually inhibit evolution, not progress it," she points out.

But in the search for an explanation, Purdom tells OneNewsNow there is another thought to keep in mind, even if science does come up with some sort of an explanation.

"Ultimately, with anything like this, we need to realize that sin is still sin -- and scripture makes it clear that homosexuality is a sin and people are still ultimately responsible for their behaviors," Purdom concludes.
